Laudato Si Catholic Social Teaching Opportunity for Young Catholics aged 18 – 35 

The Bishops’ Conference of Scotland Care of Creation Office, supported by Justice and Peace Scotland, SCIAF, and Pax Christi Scotland, wish to invite young adult Catholics in all our dioceses to take part in the Laudato Si Animators Course, a 5-week online course for young Catholics in Europe hosted by the Laudato Si Movement. 

Laudato Si' Animators are members of the Laudato Si Movement, a global community of prayer and action, who animate their local parishes and communities to engage in ecological spirituality, sustainable lifestyles and advocacy for climate and ecological justice based on Catholic Social Teaching and gospel values. The Laudato Si’ Animators course consists of a series of live webinars following the Catholic Social Teaching approach: See – Judge – Act. The course is a response to the Pope’s call to action embodied by the encyclical “Laudato Si’: Care for Our Common Home”. The main aim is to empower young people to be the driving force for actionable change in their communities. 

This course, offered entirely free of charge, will be hosted online via Zoom for five consecutive Wednesdays and will be conducted in English. The course begins on November 8th 2023. The webinars will bring together participants from around Europe and be held at 6pm UK time. The course dates are as follows:
